LEAVING A LEGACY
[bookmark: _GoBack]Leaving a legacy to Alive! is very straightforward – it only takes two simple steps.

1. You need to decide the type of legacy you wish to leave.

a. Residuary Legacy – A gift of all (or part) of the residue of your estate when all debts, charges and gifts have been deducted.
b. Pecuniary Legacy – A gift of a fixed amount of money
c. Specific Legacy - A gift of a particular item, e.g. a piece of jewellery, musical instrument or artwork.

2. You need to update your Will to include your gift to Alive Activities. Your solicitor or professional adviser will be able to help you make a simple addition or amendment to your Will. It may help if you take along this document which details the correct form of words you should use to describe Alive! in your Will.
